REGULAR MEETING

A. Mayor Paris called the Regular Meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

B. Mayor Paris led everyone to the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. David Travis-119 Mockingbird Ln. — Mr. Travis informed the residents there will be a road
closure on FM 106 and San Roman due to drainage improvements that will last approximately
30 days.

Mr. Juan Campaneria-114 Madelyn Rose — Mr. Campaneria requested three speed limit signs
and three caution children at play signs.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Consideration and action to adopt an ordinance establishing procedures and other
requirements for addressing dangerous and dilapidated structures pursuant to Chapter 214,
Texas Local Government Code. Alderman McNabb made the motion to accept the Ordinance
Entitled Chapter 1 or mediation of Substandard Structures including the changes
that were just discussed with the attorney. Second: Alderman Humphrey. Abstain: Alderman
Lewis. Motion carried.

2. Discussion and possible action in regard to 181 N. Valencia. Alderman McNabb makes a
motion to table this item until the April Board of Aldermen Meeting. Second: Alderman Lewis.
